This email contains additional information regarding details about sending contributions 

to the SC Synod office to help those who are suffering from the Pacific Earthquake and 

Tsunami. 

So that local congregations and the SC Synod can keep a record of the support going to 

Japan, congregational members are encouraged to write checks payable to their local 

churches with the checks designated for assistance for those persons who have suf-

fered from the Pacific Earthquake and Tsunami. The congregational treasurer will 

then combine all donations and send a check to the SC Synod Treasurer designating 

how the funds are to be used. Since this is an urgent special need, treasurers can remit 

donations to the Synod as often as necessary instead of waiting until the end of the 

month.  

 

1. JELC (Japan Evangelical Lutheran Church): Funds will be used by the Japan Evan-

gelical Lutheran Church as they organize volunteers to go into areas that have been the 

hardest hit. These funds will be distributed through their network of relief and assistance 

and will be wired from the Synod office to the JELC.  

2. Pacific Earthquake & Tsunami: These gifts will be used to assist those whose lives 

and livelihoods have been affected by this disaster in Japan and other affected islands. 

These contributions will be funneled through the ELCA International Disaster Response 

for the Pacific Earthquake and Tsunami Response.

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ: 

 

This morning I read Romans 8:22: 

"We know that the whole creation has been groaning in labor pains until now," and I 

thought about all the pictures of suffering and loss that we have seen in Japan these past 

few days. I know that you and your congregations have already been praying for God's 

comfort and strength to be with all of our sisters and brothers in Japan who have experi-

enced this triple tragedy of earthquake, tsunami, and some nuclear radiation emissions. 

In addition to your prayers, you are also encouraged to send any special relief offerings 

from your congregation to the synod office marked for "Japan Evangelical Lutheran 

Church" or "JELC." Yesterday we heard from Pastor Sumiyuki Wantanabe, President of 

the JELC, that they are organizing volunteers to go into areas that have been the hardest 

hit. They would greatly welcome our financial support being distributed through their 

network of relief and assistance where it is needed most. He also shared with us that 

both Lutheran churches in the city of Sendai are OK and one even has full use of its 

utilities for which we are grateful. 

 

You may want to share with your congregation that our relationship with Lutherans in 

Japan began in the late 1800's. The first Lutheran missionary to Japan was ordained and 

commissioned at St. John's in Charleston by the United Synod of the South. We have 

been blessed ever since those days with a deep mutual relationship between the South 

Carolina Synod and the JELC. Currently the JELC has grown to having 23,000 baptized 

members, 119 churches and 97 clergy. 

If you would like to sing one of the Japanese hymns this Sunday in your worship service 

as a reminder of our global partnership, you might consider hymn #718, ELW, In a 

Lowly Manger Born. 

 

Thank you for the outpouring of prayer and support for all those who have suffered se-

vere loss of loved ones and all that they posses. The last part of Romans 8 speaks to the 

courage and confidence that we claim together as followers of Jesus: 

"In all these things we are more than conquerers through him who loved us. For I am 

convinced that neither death nor life, nor angels, nor rulers, nor things present nor things 

to come, nor powers, nor height, nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able 

to separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord."
