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39 ñWe are witnesses of everything he did in the country of the Jews and in Jerusalem. They killed him by 

hanging him on a cross, 40 but God raised him from the dead on the third day and caused him to be seen. 

41 He was not seen by all the people, but by witnesses whom God had already chosenðby us who ate and 

drank with him after he rose from the dead. 42 He commanded us to preach to the people and to testify 

that he is the one whom God appointed as judge of the living and the dead. 43 All the prophets testify 

about him that everyone who believes in him receives forgiveness of sins through his name.ò  Acts 10:39-

43 

 

This is part of the Apostle Peterôs first sermon.  From the beginning we can see the importance of sharing 

the story of Jesus Christ who was crucified, died, and rose from the grave.  Peter was passing this 

message on to a new generation of believers who had yet to hear the word.  Since Peterôs Christians have 

lived with the understanding that the community of Christ exists to minister to both those who already 

know and love God and people in our community who have not yet heard the good new of Jesus Christ. 

 

I believe this New Year is going to be a time of exciting ministry for the congregation for 2 reasons.  First 

I am hopeful that we will retire the debt on our fellowship hall in the first quarter of the year!  (I am 

writing this before Christmas.  It is possible that it may be retired before the end of 2011.)  Retiring the 

debt on the building is a major milestone.  It is wonderful to celebrate how this new space has already 

assisted the ministry of this congregation and the community and will for years to come.  The energy and 

passion that has gone into paying for this building has been humbling for me as a pastor.  I hope that 

together we can look for more ways to work together in ministry and set new goals in ministry. 

 

The second reason I am excited about our mission together is the new position we have created called the 

ministries coordinator.  My hope and prayer is that the Ministries Coordinator will be able to assist the 

mission of Saint Lukeôs in two vital ways.  First the Ministries Coordinator will help us with our internal 

ministries of the church.  The Ministries Coordinator will be called to work with the leadership of the 

church to staff important church events such as fundraisers, Vacation Bible School, and Daycamp.  In this 

way I hope we can draw more people into these healthy and active ministries of the congregation. 

 

Also the Ministries Coordinator will be called to help Saint Lukeôs engage in ministry to the community 

through service projects, Operation Inasmuch, and possibly a Mission trip.  This will allow us to live out 

the call that Peter gave to us to share the Gospel with a world that truly needs to hear it.   

 

I hope that this New Year brings you joy and opportunities to serve,
